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Senior Citizen’s Board Meeting (Off Site Meeting): The Board of County
Commissioners met with the Senior Citizens Board at the Power County Senior
Citizens Center. In attendance were Commissioner Funk, Commissioner Anderson,
Commissioner Lasley, Clerk Sprague, Deputy Prosecutor Anson Call, legal assistant
Traci Harbart and David Doran of South Idaho Council of Government (SICOG). At the
outset Commissioner Funk thanked the Board for their service and advised that the
Commission wanted to use the meeting as a quarterly update. David Doran of SICOG
updated the Board on services provided by the public rural transit system to seniors
and provided the Board with materials for marketing. Rose Funk requested that the
Commission and SICOG attempt some outreach in the Rockland area. Jerry Davis
provided the Commission with a copy of the August financial report. The Commission
and guests exited the meeting at 1:01 pm and returned to the Power County
Commission Chambers to resume agenda discussion.

B. MOTIONS:

Agenda: A motion to approve the updated agenda for Monday, September 14,
2015, was presented by Commissioner Anderson with a second by Commissioner
Funk. Following an audible call of the board, the motion unanimously carried.
Enclosed Walkway at The Power County Jail: Power County Sheriff Jim Jeffries
appeared before the Board and presented a bid to enclose the walkway at the Power
County Jail. Upon conclusion, a motion to accept the bid from BGM Builders to
enclose the walkway at the Power County Jail in the amount of $3,845.00 to be paid
out of the 2015 fiscal year budget was presented by Commissioner Anderson with a
second by Commissioner Lasley. Following an audible call of the board, the
motion unanimously carried.

Hardship Exemption Halling Parcel RPB 0017-00: Assessor Mary Annen advises that
Mrs. Halling has not filed for Idaho Taxes since 2005, the burden of proof falls on the
taxpayer, and therefore, recommends denial. Legal counsel Anson Call concurs with
the Assessor. Following discussion and legal advisement a motion to deny the
application was presented by Commissioner Funk with a second by Commissioner
Lasley. Following audible call, motion unanimously carried.

Emergency Management Program Grant: Emergency Management Services (EMS)
Director Di Jones appeared before the Board and presented a grant application to
assist in funding the EMS Director position. The grant would be for $23,016.88 and
requires a 50% match. Upon conclusion, a motion to accept the Emergency
Management Performance grant application through Idaho Bureau of Homeland
Security for an award amount of $11,508.44 and designate matching funds for the
same amount for a total award amount of $23,016.88 to be concluded by September
29, 2016, was presented by Commissioner Lasley with a second by Commissioner
Anderson. Following audible call, motion unanimously carried.

State Homeland Security Program Grant: Emergency Management Services (EMS)
Director Di Jones appeared before the Board and presented a grant application for
inoperative communication project. Upon conclusion, a motion to accept the State
Homeland Security Program Grant application through Idaho Bureau of Homeland
Security for an award amount of $22,777.52 to be concluded by August 30, 2017, was
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presented by Commissioner Lasley with a second by Commissioner Funk. Following
audible call, motion unanimously carried.

6. Power County Ambulance: A motion to accept the accounts receivable report as
presented by Commissioner Funk with a second by Commissioner Lasley. Following
audible call of the Board, motion carried unanimously.

7. Power County Resolution No. 2015-09: A RESOLUTION TO ADOPT THE FISCAL YEAR
2016 BUDGET was read by Commission Chair Funk. Chairman Funk noted that the
public hearing was held on August 24, 2015, wherein members of the public were
heard. Upon conclusion, Chairman Funk called for discussion. No discussion having
been offered a motion to approve Resolution No. 2015-09 was presented by
Commissioner Anderson with a second by Commissioner Lasley. Following audible
call, motion unanimously carried and the resolution was adopted.

8. Power County Resolution No. 2015-10: A RESOLUTION TO CLOSE TRUST ACCOUNT.
A resolution to close School District #383 trust account and transfer funds to the
District for administration was presented by Commissioner Bill Lasley. Upon
conclusion, Clerk Sprague noted for the record that the transfer of funds, closure of
the trust account and process has been approved by the outside auditors for both the
county and the school district. Commission Chair Funk called for discussion. No
discussion having been offered a motion to approve Resolution No. 2015-02 was
presented by Commissioner Lasley with a second by Commissioner Funk. Following
audible call, motion unanimously carried and the resolution was adopted.

9. Indigent Claim 2015-79: Upon reconsideration a motion to place indigent claim
number 2015-79 into suspension was presented by Commissioner Lasley with a
second by Commissioner Funk. Following audible call of the Board motion
unanimously carried.

10. Indigent Claim 2015-126: A motion to approve indigent claim number 2015-126 in
the amount of $4,514.32 was presented by Commissioner Lasley with a second by
Commissioner Anderson. Following audible call of the Board motion unanimously
carried.

11, Claims: A motion to approve claims in the amount of $172,967.14 as presented
was made by Commissioner Anderson with a second by Commissioner Funk.
