The Board of County Commissioners met in regular session Monday, June 13 2016, and called
the meeting to order at the hour of 9:02 am, in the Commission Chambers of the Power County
Courthouse.

I1l. AGENDA
A. NOTICES/REPORTS

1. Fair Board Budget Request: Bill Schroeder advises that his budget request is incorrect
in that the requested additional $1,000.00 should be applied to grounds and janitorial.
p UPDATE: Jail Expansion: Sheriff Jim Jeffries and Lee Dille appeared before the Board

and presented a construction cost estimate for the jail expansion. Mr. Dille reports that
he and the Sheriff have discussed current standards and have been informed if some of
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the proposed updates are not addressed within the next 3 years, the Jail would longer
satisfy the standards to be passed. Commissioner Anderson requested clarification of
bid to allow for additional console which will allow for future growth. Sheriff Jeffries
requested clarification on the camera upgrade requirement. Commissioner Funk
inquired if the elements included in the $52,000 upgrade would cause much disruption
and was informed the disruption would be minimal. Cameras system would need to be
updated within the next 3 years to maintain legal standards and requirements.
Commissioner Lasley inquired if the upgrade on console, cameras, intercom could be
completed and then have the remainder of the presentation completed later without a
major cost difference. Mr. Dille confirms that $52,475 would get the cameras, intercom
and console and that future wiring could be set-up within the installation, which would
allow for the remaining construction to be completed at a later date without excessive
cost differences outside the change in the market.

3. Power County Hospital District Bond Report: Dallas Clinger and Jackie Taylor
appeared before the Board and presented hospital renovation plans slated for bond
election in November. The parties reported that the new design cost estimate would
be $2.5 million and would allow for

e The top floor would be the hospital

e The bottom floor would be the nursing home

e Nursing rooms will be single occupancy with the exception of a couple of rooms
and will have restroom facilities.

Better flow of traffic

Covered emergent entrance

Elevated helicopter pad

Better parking

Addition off the east end for nursing patients

e Generator unable to be repaired
e Physical Therapy would be included and the trailers would be removed from
county parking lot

Mr. Clinger reports that they Board had looked into building on other land owned by

the hospital, and was advised that a replica of the current size of the hospital would

cost about $25-30 million.

B. MOTIONS:

1. Agenda: A motion to approve the agenda for Monday, June 13 2016, was presented by
Commissioner Anderson with a second by Commissioner Lasley. Following audible call
of the Board, motion unanimously carried.

2: UPDATE: Fair Board Lamb Barn: Bill Schroeder and Stan Gortsema appeared before
the board and provided an updated projection on the Lamb Barn after requested
changes to the original engineered plans. The parties advised that the floor will be
concrete with wood pillars and there will be a 6” studded wall to protect the beams.
The estimate received by the Fair Board from BGM Builders is around $62,000.00, which
would include permitting, and it is anticipated that the bids should come in close to the
same amount.

A motion to allocate up to $62,000.00 from PILT Property and Improvements toward

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the Lamb Barn and direct the Fair Board to promptly get 3 bids for completion on the
condition that the project be completed no later than August 5, 2016, was presented
by Commissioner Lasley with a second by Commissioner Funk. Following audible call of
the Board, motion carried unanimously.

3. Indigent Claims: A motion to deny indigent claim nos. 2016-64 and 2016-67 was
presented by Commissioner Anderson with a second by Commissioner Lasley.
Following an audible call of the board, the motion unanimously carried.

4, Claims: A motion to approve Anderson Auto Body Claim in the amount of $884.62 was
presented by Commissioner Lasley, with a second by Commissioner Funk.
Commissioner Anderson abstained. Following audible call of the Board, motion
unanimously carried. A motion to approve the claims approval report in the amount of
$121,628.28 was presented by Commissioner Anderson with a second by Commissioner
Lasley. Following an audible call of the board, the motion unanimously carried. Upon
approval of the Board, the summary of claims paid are as follows;

5. Approval of Past Meeting Minutes: A motion to accept minutes as printed for meetings

held on May 23, 2016, was presented Commissioner Anderson with a second by
Commissioner Lasley. Following audible call of the Board, motion unanimously carried.
6. Tax Exemption Application: Assessor Mary Annen reports that historically exemption
application have not been reviewed annually. Idaho Statute requires that applications
are presented to the Board of Commissioners annually. Assessor Annen presented the
application filed by Kelli Taylor on behalf of the Latter Day Saints Religious Organization.
Ms. Taylor reports that the church tracks all of their land and determines if the land and
buildings was utilized for the welfare programs, religious meetings or for non-
exemptible reasons. Assessor Annen reports that the Organization is seeking continued
exemption on previously approved parcels and an exemption on parcel nos. 261 and
@
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264 as they will be placed in welfare status and exempt. Chief Deputy Treasurer, Teri
Kendall reports that some of the parcels have landfill fees associated with them. The
parties advise that parcel no. RPA0947-00 is not being utilized for a qualified exemption
purpose. Following discussion, a motion to continue exemption application for
RPA0947-00 be continued for further discussion on July 11, 2016, at 3:00 pm and to
approve exemption applications on exemption applications on parcel nos. RPA1033-00,
RPA1526-00, RPA1549-00, RPB0124-01, RPB0149-01, RPC0629-00, RPD2668-06,
RPD2668-08, RPD2671-01, RPD0275-00, RPD0261-00, and RPD0264-00 was presented
by Commissioner Anderson with a second by Commissioner Lasley. Following an
audible call of the board, the motion unanimously carried.

C. POINTS OF ORDER:

1; Outside Audit Report: Doran Lambson and Brandi Young of Deaton and Company
appeared before the Board and presented the outside audit for fiscal year 2015. Mr.
Lambson reports that there were a couple of reporting requirement changes initiated
by the Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB) that are reflected in the
audit. Mr. Lambson reports that the audit is clean, however, the following were some
of the concerns reported to the Board for consideration;

1. Commissary funds and tracking practices through the Jail.

2. Search and Rescue accountability and debit card receipt reporting.

3. Breakout authority and priority at the Sheriff’s Office so that all records and
reporting is not done solely by one person.

It is recommended that the County consider implementation of some financial policies
for the departments to clean up some accounting practices and provide continuity. T

7.8 Assessor New Construction and Tax Roll Update: Assessor Mary Annen and Chief
Deputy Assessor Kim Richardson presented updates on the new construction roll is
down from last year. Reporting last year new construction value was $4,935,702,
whereas this year, the value came in at $3,565,978. Assessor Annen reports that there
are some properties that will miss the assessment deadlines and will only receive a
partial assessment for this year. Assessor Annen reported an update on other changes
assessed within the county. Assessor Annen reports that Access Idaho has requested
an increase for services to 3% plus $2.00. Following discussion, the Board requested
the Assessor inquire of other options and ramifications for services through the State.

3. Direct Communications: Brigham Griffin appeared on behalf of Direct Communication
and presented fiber optic options available to the city and county. Mr. Griffin Reports
that they have ran fiber on the west side of the dam and are providing services into
Aberdeen. The next stage is to get the fiber connected to the North side of the City of
American Falls. They are working with the hospital and are attempting to get fiber
completed and provide service to the hospital by October of 2015. Direct
Communications manager, Jeremy Smith, explained that as they progressed on these
upgrades, they would be installing holes along Teton Street for possible future growth
and accessibility by the private sector. Matt Farr explained the fiber optic cable line
and suggested that they would be interested in either purchasing the county’s second
empty duct along county line and would install a second duct and relocate the county
cable from overhead to run alongside their cable and would also maintain the lines.
