Building and Grounds: Commissioner Anderson reports Gary Thomson cleaned

the downstairs office at the Annex building. Commissioner Anderson reports there
is a smell coming out of the office. A motion was presented to replace the carpet
at the Annex office bv Commissioner Anderson with a second bv Commissioner
Funk.

440 Gifford Update: A motion was presented to get quotes from Refrigeration
Cooling Heating Services (RCHS) for gas services, GP Roofing for roofing and

Hollow-Pointe for fencing and for painting on the interior of the property was
presented by Commissioner Funk with a second by Commissioner Anderson.

Cemeterv Water: Anson Call provided legal counsel in regards to the contract for
purchase of water rights. Purchasing rights from ldaho Water Company, LLC was
discussed. A motion to have Brockway Engineering to Model for transfer impact
and availability was presented by Commissioner Lasley with a second by
Commissioner Anderson.

Rockland Transfer Station: Craig Heward came before the Commissioners asking
to hire a part time employee for the Rockland Transfer Station. A motion was
presented by Commissioner Lasley to hire a part time employee for the Rockland
Transfer Station with a second by Commissioner Funk.

Health Savings Plan Discussion: Clerk Sharee Sprague reports that the Trust
Account for the Health Savings Plan has been audited and balanced to the
spreadsheets. Clerk Sharee Sprague advised that the county previously contracted
the processing of health savings plans out, however, inability to easily reconcile
with the contractor, difficulty encountered by employees and the cost for
management to the county, resulted in bringing the services in house in 2OIj.
Clerk Sprague reported findings of the trust account audit. Upon conclusion, a

motion to refund the contributions erroneously held from employee no. 150 in the
amount of S2,916.74 through payroll and assess necessary taxes and to assure that
employee no.31 refunds the overpayment in the amount of 5219.74 was
presented by Commissioner Lasley with a second by Commissioner Funk.
Following audible call of the Board, motion unanimously carried.
Personnel Update: Payroll Clerk Chelsy Fehringer reported on separation benefits
for Kevin Ostler's retirement from the Sheriff's office effective Mav 24,2019, at
which time the employee had accrued 93.5 hours of Vacation pay at a value of
52,070.09 and 80 hours worked during the last payroll valued at SL,771.ZO for a
final payout of 53,841.29. Employee is eligible for 15 months of COBRA insurance
Coverage through the County. A motion to approve the payout of g3,g41.29 was
presented by Commissioner Funk with a second by Commissioner Anderson.
