The Board of County Commissioners met in special session Monday, April 6, 2020, and called 
the meeting to order at the hour of 11:42 am, in the Commission Chambers of the Power 
County Courthouse.

A. NOTICES/REPORTS 

1. Water Discussion: Commissioner Anderson advised Legal Counsel Anson Call emailed 
him the press release for the Waterways West Boat Dock. Legal Counsel Call will include 
the same provisions as the City of American Falls. Legal Counsel Call advised he will 
forward the press release to Barbie Workman at the Sheriffs Office so she can 
disseminate tt. Legal Counsel Call will also forward the press release lo Margee Beebe at 
the Bureau of Reclamation. 

8. MOTIONS: 

1. Agenda: A motion to approve the agenda for Monday, April 6 2020, was presented by 
Commissioner Funk with a second by Commissioner Anderson. Following audible call of 
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Commissioner Funk with a second by Commissioner Anderson. Following audible call of 
the Board, motion unanimously carried. 

2. Museum: Commissioner Anderson inquire on opening the museum on April 1, 2020 or 
postponmg it indefinitely until COVID-19 is resolved. Commissioner Anderson presented 
a motion to close the museum to the public to parallel the governor's order until 
quarantine is lifted with a second by Commissioner Funk. Following audible call of the 
Board, motion unanimously carried. 

3. Access Idaho: Clerk Sprague advised a credit card swiper has been ordered to connect 
to a phone or tablet for the Landfill. Clerk Sprague advised there are no additional fees 
to the County. Clerk Sprague advised the fee for the patron is S 1.00 plus 3%. Clerk 
Sprague advised that Mr. Rankin showed interest in taking on some of the Landfill 
administrative work. A motion to approve and move forward with taking credit card 
payments at the Landfill was presented by Commissioner Funk with a second by 
Commissioner Anderson. Following audible call of the Board, motion unanimously 
carried. 

4. Chromebook Agreement with School District: Legal Counsel Anson Call advised he 
drafted the Chromebook Agreement. Commissioner Anderson inquired on adding the 
Chromebooks on the ICRMP insurance. Clerk Sprague advised she will call lCRMP. 
Commissioner Lasley advised getting surge protectors for each Chromebook. 
Commissioner Anderson suggested ordering 30 sleeves. Commissioner Funk concurred 
with ordering a sleeve and surge protector for each Chromebook. A motion to sign the 
Chromebook Agreement with the School District and purchase 30 Chromebook Sleeves 
and 30 Power Surge protectors was presented by Commissioner Lasley with a second by 
Commissioner Anderson. Following audible call of the Board, motion unanimously 
carried. 

Post Meeting Note: Clerk Sharee Sprague was advised by the school d;s1rict trot they 
hove sleeves for the Chromebooks. 

5. Preliminary Discussion on Sup,reme Court Amicus Brief: A motion was presented by 
Commissioner Lasley to direct the prosecutor to file a cerlification. work with Mayor 
Blad's Office and report to the Commission should filing an amicus brief rs m the 
interest of the County, with a second by Commissioner Funk. Following audible call of 
the Board, motion unanimously carried. 

6. Weed's Update: Building Administrator/Weed's Supervisor Andi Higgins advised she 
provided a quote from Snake River Dispose All. Ms. Higgins advised the dumpster fee 
for delivery rs $105, $2 a day for rental and a remove service fee of $205.00 Ms. Higgins 
advised there is scrap metal and a lot of garbage she needs to dispose of at the Weed 
Control Building. Commissioner Anderson suggested that any tanks can be taken to 
Landfill and put in the metal pile. Ms. Higgins advised there is a trailer with a tank on rt, 
big old international truck, 2 trucks that do not have spray apparatus and a trailer with 
4 wheelers that can possibly be surplus. Commissioner Funk directed Ms. Higgins to 
provide a list of items for surplus and obtain value for bigger items. 
Commissioner Funk presented a motion to approve the bid from Snake River disposal 
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for the dumpster and allow the Weed's Department access to the county truck and 
fork lift with a second by Commissioner Anderson. Following audible call of the Board, 
motion unanimously carried. 

Commissioner Lasley inquired as office hour coverage. Ms. Higgins advised the hours 
are 6:00 am-4:30 pm Monday-Friday. The Commissioners changed the hours from 6:00 
pm-5:00 pm. 

C. POINTS OF ORDER: 

1. COVID-19 Updates: Clerk Sprague advised the Chromebooks have been setup for the 
employees that need them. Clerk Sprague advised she can get sleeves for the 
Chromebooks. Clerk Sprague advised 30 masks or fabric masks can be made. Clerk 
Sprague advised the drop boxes are scheduled to be delivered on Thursday. 
Commissioner Anderson advised Marco Construction will move the drop boxes. Clerk 
Sprague bought TV's from WalMart because there were no monitors. Clerk Sprague 
advised she was able to purchase some keyboard and mice combos, but anticipates 
more may be needed. 
Ambulance Director Di Jones advised Power County has the first COVID-19 case and is 
expecting a 2'"1 COVID-19 case due to the first case. Ms. Jones advised she is trying to 
get everyone to follow the stay at home order and requests everyone wear masks when 
in public setting. Ms. Jones believes it is very important people to wear gloves as well. 
Ms. Jones advised washing stuff when brought from the store and she advised it is very 
important to wash hands more than 20 seconds. Clerk Sprague advised the fogging will 
be done Tuesdays and Thursdays. 
Clerk Sprague advised Bobbette Wright is loaning the County Literature boxes. Clerk 
Sprague advised she will put one in the front so people can pick up absentee request 
forms.
